
But even with the Proposition 42
comeback, the future of transporta-
tion infrastructure maintenance is
far from rosy. While Proposition 42
funding will help local agencies fund
their road maintenance programs,
the region will require even more
funding to be able to maintain the
local street and road network at cur-
rent condition levels. To improve con-
ditions would require a financial commitment
that is far greater than the current level.

According to estimates in MTC’s Transporta-
tion 2030 Plan — the regional transportation
plan — the Bay Area will require almost $17 bil-
lion over the next 25 years in order to adequately
maintain the existing local street and road net-
work. That averages out to $680 million per
year. At the current level, Proposition 42 fund-
ing will account for less than 8 percent of the
funding required to maintain the region’s road-

ways each year. Furthermore, an approximate 
$3 billion in repairs are needed right now in
order to clear the maintenance backlog that
exists in the region for pavement alone — this
does not include needed repairs for sidewalks,
signals, storm drains, Americans With Disabili-
ties Act (ADA) requirements, bike paths, and all
other non-pavement items that are required for a
functioning local street and road network. If
applied entirely to the existing pavement mainte-
nance backlog, the 05–06 Proposition 42 funds
would help to clear less than 2 percent of it.
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Just when cynicism was at its peak as to whether or not local agencies would ever see 

Proposition 42 funds, Governor Schwarzenegger agreed to release the previously state-

borrowed funds beginning in fiscal year 2005/2006. The return of Proposition 42 will mean

an additional $51 million for Bay Area local street and road maintenance in the coming year. The

timing could not be better. A recently published study conducted by TRIP (The Road Information

Program) showed that Bay Area urban areas rank in the bottom five for the worst in the nation when

it comes to road conditions, with

60–67 percent of major roads and

highways having unacceptable pave-

ment quality. Furthermore, TRIP’s

study estimated that drivers in the

Bay Area pay $656–$689 per year in

extra vehicle operating costs due to

driving on poorly maintained roads.

As the 2005–06 fiscal year gets under
way, MTC’s Pavement Management
Program (PMP) is preparing for the sev-
enth round of Pavement Management
Technical Assistance Program (P-TAP)
allocations. A total of
$700,000 has been pro-
grammed for Round
Seven, compared to the
$650,000 available for
Round Six.  The addi-
tional $50,000 will
allow MTC to under-
write a greater number
of projects than it has
in prior years.

P-TAP was started in 1999 to pro-
vide Bay Area cities and counties with
consultant assistance for establishing or
maintaining their pavement manage-
ment systems. During the first six
rounds of the program, a total of almost
$3.2 million in federal Surface Trans-
portation Program (STP) funds has
been allocated to 99 different jurisdic-
tions, funding a total of 202 projects.

MTC received Round 7 applications
from 63 jurisdictions, within eight of
the nine Bay Area counties, requesting
just over $1 million. The types of pro-
jects proposed included: pavement man-

agement system re-inspection
projects, geographical informa-
tion system (GIS) linkage projects
to connect MTC’s PMP data
with a jurisdiction’s centerline
map, and pavement rehabilitation
projects. Jurisdictions were noti-
fied on June 17 whether they had
been selected. Round 7 projects
may begin as early as this month
with a final completion date no
later than June 30, 2006.

The jurisdictions receiving project
support for Round 7 are paired with
one of the nine consultants who have
been utilized in the previous two
rounds. Consultants who were elected
to perform this work were chosen based
on their prior associations with jurisdic-
tions, expertise with the projects select-
ed or geographic proximity.
